He suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, died, 
and was buried. He descended to the dead. On the third day he rose again. He ascended into heav-
en, and is seated at the right hand of the Father. He will come again to judge the living and the 
dead.

CELEBRANT: We thank you, Almighty God, for the gift of water. Over it the Holy Spirit moved in the 
beginning of creation. Through it you led the children of Israel out of their bondage in Egypt into the land 
of promise. In it your Son Jesus received the baptism of John and was anointed by the Holy Spirit as the 
Messiah, the Christ, to lead us, through his death and resurrection, from the bondage of sin into everlasting 
life.  
 

We thank you, Father, for the water of Baptism. In it we are buried with Christ in his death. By it we share 
in his resurrection. Through it we are reborn by the Holy Spirit. Therefore in joyful obedience to your Son, 
we bring into his fellowship those who come to him in faith, baptizing them in the Name of the Father, and 
of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit.  
 

Now sanctify this water, we pray you, by the power of your Holy Spirit, that those who here are cleansed 
from sin and born again may continue for ever in the risen life of Jesus Christ our Savior.

Blessed are you, gracious God, creator of the universe and giver of life. You formed us in your own  
image and called us to dwell in your infinite love.  You gave the world into our care that we might be  
your faithful stewards and show forth your bountiful grace. 
 

But we failed to honor your image in one another and in ourselves; we would not see your goodness  
in the world around us; and so we violated your creation, abused one another, and rejected your love.   
Yet you never cease to care for us, and prepared the way of salvation for all people. 
 

Through Abraham and Sarah you called us into covenant with you. You delivered us from slavery,  
sustained us in the wilderness, and raised up prophets to renew your promise of salvation. Then, in the  
fullness of time, you sent your eternal Word, made mortal flesh in Jesus.  Born into the human family,  
and dwelling among us, he revealed your glory.   Giving himself freely to death on the cross, he triumphed 
over evil, opening the way of freedom and life. 
 

At the following words concerning the bread, the Celebrant is to hold it, or lay a hand upon it; and at the words concerning the 
cup, to hold or place a hand upon the cup and any other vessel containing wine to be consecrated.

The Hymn: Holy Spirit, Ever Living                         The Hymnal 511 
 

Dismissal 
Deacon or Celebrant 
 

Let us go forth in the name of Christ. 
Thanks be to God. 

July 17, William White, Bishop (1836): Born in Philadelphia and educated in that city, in 1770 he went to England where he was ordained a 
priest in 1772.  Returning home, he started serving at Christ and St. Peter’s in 1772, remaining at that church until his death in 1836. Chosen 
as the first Bishop of Pennsylvania in 1786, he was the chief architect of the Constitution of the American Episcopal Church. He was the  
Presiding Bishop at its organizing General convention in 1789. White’s gifts of statesmanship and reconciling moderation steered the  
American church through the first decades of its independent life.  
July 19, Macrina of Caesarea, Monastic and Teacher (c. 379): Sister of two bishops and theologians, Basil of Caesarea and Gregory of Nyssa, 
she founded one of the earliest Christian monastic communities in the Cappadocian countryside.  She left no writings, but we know of her 
through the works of her brother Gregory. It is Gregory who credits Macrina with being the spiritual and theological intelligence behind her 
brothers’ leadership in the church. It was Macrina’s hope of the resurrection that was the inspiration for her decisions to free slaves and 
cross over established gender divisions. 
July 20, Elizabeth Cady Stanton (1902), Amelia Bloomer (1894), and Sojourner Truth (1883), Social Reformers: Elizabeth Cady Stanton, 
with four other women,organized the first Women’s Rights Convention at Seneca Falls, NY, July 19-20, 1848 an event which set her political 
and religious agenda for the next 50 years.   As a young woman, Amelia Bloomer joined in the temperance, anti-slavery, and women’s rights 
movements. When the fashion of the day prescribed waist-cinching corsets, even for pregnant women, thus resulting in severe health 
problems, she promoted wearing loose-fitting Turkish trousers, leading to clergy attacks on her for violating Moses’ prescription against 
women dressing like men. Sojourner Truth spent the first 28 years of her life as a slave in New York, during which she was separated from 
her siblings and her children as they were sold to various slaveholders. When she was 46, Sojourner answered a call from God to preach the 
Gospel, telling the truth of her experiences as a slave and proclaiming the Christian imperative to support the abolition of slavery.
